                   Information on international 16 days campaign against VAW

National Center Against Violence is the first non-governmental organization to conduct activities addressing violence against women and children.

NCAV has united under the slogan a “Solidarity Week Against Violence” on annual basis since 1997. NCAV has organized campaign for 8 times and celebrating 16 days campaign since 2001.

History:

1997 year

In 1997, each day of the designated week was dedicated to fighting a particular form of violence. For example;

01. Sept – No violence against a child

02. Sept – No violence against family

03. Sept – No violence against sexual abuse

04. Sep – No violence against at the office

Different activities were such as: promotion at school and offices, distribution of leaflets, posters and banners on the streets, and distribution of clothes and school necessities to children who were victims of domestic violence took place. 

On the evening of the day against sexual abuse, a torch march was held. This as the first in Mongolia. The slogan for the march was “Darkness is not a threat”. Women with lit torches walked through the city to Freedom Square.

 The demonstration was held to protect against violators of sexual rights and the freedom of women and girls. These violators often use dark, remote places to make threat to women and girl children. 

The demonstration also targeted the “darkness’ of society’s psychology, which treats the breach of women’s right the freedom as a casual matter. In this demonstration participated about 300 people, NGO- workers volunteers and abused women.

18-25. Sept. 1998
The aim of the campaign week in 1998 was to raise public awareness of the need for a law against domestic violence. The community demonstration to support law against domestic violence as held at Freedom Square. The need for, and importance of, a special law against domestic violence was discussed.  More than 300 people attended and expressed their views. 

A petition was gathered in support of the NCAV and its activities and to protest against domestic violence. The names and histories of women and children who had lost their lives as a consequence of domestic were displayed on special board and honored. These displays made a big impact on the public.

The main addressed at the meeting “Domestic violence is not an accidental occurrence- it is a repetitive, hidden crime” was published in the official newspaper.

25. Nov- 02.Dec.1999.

In 1999, the NCAV placed a large billboard across the main street in Ulaanbaatar. This contained information on the International Day of Non- Violence Against Women and Girls. It also organized TV and radio programs. During the week different activities including meetings and demonstrations were organized by the NCAV. The NCAV also organized other NGOs and government bodies to protest against different form of violence against women and children.

25. Nov-10.Dec 2000.
In 2000, the NCAV organized a mass media campaign week with a financial support of UNIFEM. During this campaign we celebrated the day of NON-Violence against women and girls, declared by the UN, and organized activities to raise public awareness of the hidden problem of this type of violence and promoted the weeks’ activities throughout Mongolia. Including; Press conference, the slogan were placed on billboard at Ulaanbaatar’s Central Square and between 2 roads on its main street.

Radio and TV programs in the countryside and city including such as the reason for women staying with abusers, social care and services available to victims of domestic violence at present, pornography- its role in society and women’s lives and its’ consequences.

 Open day were organized in all aimag /Mongolian administrative part of unit like American’s states/ branches. The purpose of this day was to inform the public of the issues involved in domestic violence and promote discussion of them. And publication and distribution to relevant information. 

25. Nov-11.Dec.2001
The most significant result we have achieved in 2001 campaign was the training, which involved the most well known and popular journalists to public. The training title was “How to portray a man and a woman in the media”. Aim of training was to promote better understanding and to give journalists an understanding related to the nature and dynamics of domestic violence. 

Also organized press conference, radio and TV programs

 and documentary film. The documentary motivated on the facts of clients of the NCAV was produced. By presenting this documentary to public we have attempted to advocate Parliament members and decision makers for the passage of law on Domestic Violence by the government. We used to distribute the issue of domestic violence “Khelkhee” newspaper only to Parliament members, some decision makers and women NGOs. It this time we had increased the circulation of the newspaper to 1500 to distribute to public increase their awareness, which led to some significant result.

25. Nov.-10.Dec.2002

A number of TV and radio programs as well as press materials are being prepared by NCAV jointly with other partners towards raising public awareness on Violence against women issue in Mongolia. 20 minute TV program entitled Domestic Violence- Crime” transmitted and sponsored jointly by the national Human rights Commission of Mongolia and NCAV. Another TV program discussed “Child abuse issues in the family” made by the sponsor Save the children Fund in Mongolia. Also the main theme of 10 series of FM radio program was “One -hour”. Each of 10 programs would have specific subject of discussion and debate.

 NCAV, Police Department and AA- men’s NGO are involved in the preparations. The NCAV jointly with “Perspective” group has produced a 25 minutes documentary entitled “Voice of Nightingale” on domestic violence issues. This documentary is going to be displayed in ger /Mongolian traditional falt as a circle/ areas /suburban communities/ of Songinkhaikhan, Bayangol, districts as well as in 10 aimags /provinces/. 

Also NCAV did public opinion Survey amongst 2000 people on DV. And “child abuse in the family” survey, “Elderly and violence’ survey.

12. Sep -15.Dec. 2003.

 Included in the answer 3rd
We established club “A child - to a child” for the purpose of to inform and promote about save children issue and support each other in the secondary schools. Currently, the clubs are in the secondary school# 16 and 21. The club member children support 16 days campaign and they promote the campaign to school children and involve them to the campaign. And they connect with NCAV staffs.Moreover, we organized hand painting compotation to know their attitude how children understand violence against child. In the frame of campaign we involve children in the radio and TV program for child. The program distributes their view through Mongolia. 

In the future, the NCAV is planning to involve NGOs and government organizations for child in the campaign.

2004;

Nov 25-Dec 11;
 In the frame of the law against domestic violence, the National Center Against      
 Violence developed infor sheet on law against domestic violence including    responsibilities of  specialists which legislated in the DV act. It was published info sheet on law against domestic violence and 16 days campaign, and distributed to through all national level including administrative units. Result of  the distribution we recieved a lot of letter emails from local governors. For instance; some governor used the info sheet as  handbook to hold seminar about  DV act for public. 
2005; Nov 25- Dec 10
This years, we are going to celebrate 16 days campaign 2 ways 

At first; In the frame of the 16 days campaign 2005, it is going to organize campaign with ECPAT in Mongolia network in girls’ right. There are about 30 member organization and they will work together during implementation of the 16 days campaign. It developed project propsal and UNICEF in Mongolia is going to fund it. The campaign goal is as following;

· to increase public awareness about violence especially sexual abuse which badly influences their physical and mental health, self assessment, life situation, and behavoiur using cases.

· to establish and increase collaboration with law enforcements when run training for them
The second; 

-The National Center Against Violence NGO, is going to organize 16 days campaign to raise public awareness about law agains domestic violence using media and journalists’ effort as call for tender among journalists. Result of the tender it will broadcast best TV rolic through National Television. 

-It will develop info sheet as stick  about how to prevent domestic violence and publish and place them in the women’s restroom /toilet/ which places in the public street and place its in the taxi. 

- it will run discussion about 2005 report from UN Special Rapporture on Violence Against Women among state and non- state organizations and women’s NGO network. The discussion will be run through national level using National Center’s local branches. We just developed above project and looking for fund from UNFPA and waiting responce.
